CRY THE BELOVED COUNTRY

Alan Parton is my author. In his book, cry the beloved country, he looks at his country that has been eaten up, poorly run and ridden by evil and the same thing has happened to us over a period of more than four decades. Why should we be so dominated in all spheres? It dismays me to see that, about 80% of the plantain and other foodstuff eaten in the town come from all the divisions of the west province. It dismays me as well to see that least of all things, sugar cane consumed in the town comes from Mbouda. Cocoyams, and many others the list is just long .Is it because their land is so fertile? Is it because the Bamilikes are said to be hard working? Or is it basically for the likeness of their farm produce? We should know from today that the simple answer is that when and where a better road passes and leads many people, development follows. As people go to and forth they see things and are influenced by. It has been the very old tactic of the successive Cameroon governments to tie the Anglophones of the union to the francophones. Why should there be  tarred roads linking  all the divisional headquarters of the west making it easier for farm produce to be brought to the market and no such roads  in the English speaking provinces ?,  and tactically .If am to talk about  the Bamenda region one would realise that there is the Wum  area  where in the past there was , the Wum Area Development Authority (WADA) , but because the regime observed that this benefited the” enemy”   She dissolved it with Befang being a very fertile region and even very close to the city of Bamenda, food worked there is hard to be transported to the city  and finally when brought is expensive and the distance is very short because of the cost of transportation, cocoyams from  the nearby  Momo division, no way to transport it SIMPLY due  to bad roads .Think of  the best species of Irish  potato and beans in OKU, just the road connection between Belo and Jikejem is a dead trap, not motorable in most  times of the year, imagine a very short distance. Any one who wants to take a foot walk to the Kelum forest from Bamenda should go to Belo to Ijim and then see what, I am talking about.

2. Did I say our road net- work has been a very good tool to use us? Who can tell me why before one goes to Meme in the South West   from Mezam in the  North West a very short distant, he has to take a  whole day, exhausted, winding and expensive road through the whole of the west province? Is it due to the love of the west? Absolutely not .The past and present regimes do not want to put us together. They think we can think together. Why should the south westerners be frightened by the Yaoundé government to be sceptical about their brothers of the northwest? Divide and rule tactic! WATCH OUT! Please you may ask yourself this question too. Why could they not connect a road between Nigeria and the Cameroons when there is a long border line between the two countries and fetches too much money to the regime of La Republique from custom officials? The   Federation of Nigeria is not as bad as the La Republique wants us to believe and dissuade us from learning some of the good things that can be that way. The fear has been that in an event of such a road built Cameroons will have stronger Anglo-Saxon influence and dominance in the region  and subsequently  will  seek membership of the ECOWAS, if it of true why not, Is this country  called CAMEROONS  not a member of the Common Wealth of Nations?
