The Southern Cameroons Youth League Seized The “Cameroun” Embassy In Bonn – Germany for 41 Minutes.
On the 1st October, 1961; as the Union Jack that symbolise United Kingdoms protectorate era was being lowered, French Cameroun moved in quickly and annexed the Southern Cameroons. For over 41 years they have maintained an arbitrary rule, leaving death, destruction and looting in their trail. For over 41 years, Southern Cameroonians have been the yielding party, never being able to shift the equilibrium in their favour, on their own terms. Things however have started changing: The oppressed people have come to the realisation that the oppressor will never willingly relinquish its grip without a fight. The oppressor will never share the assets acquired during the Federal union without the testing of nerves. La Republique du Cameroun has always believed in its invincibility, the usual error of the mighty without a cause. Brave Southern Cameroonians have shattered the myth and expose the vulnerability of this arrogant bully.

1st October, 2001 was exactly 41 years since the United Nations replaced colonialist Britain with an aggressive annexationist La Republique du Cameroun. Bonn, Germany, 11 am, October 1, 2002, Southern Cameroonians enforced the demands of the Buea Peace Iniative that called for amongst others, the sharing of assets acquired during the Federal Union.The Embassy of the Cameroons in Bonn, that had totally been annexed by La Republique was freed in a Peaceful takeover.The thirteen star flag of the Southern Cameroons replaced the one star flag of La Republique du Cameroun.The sign “L‘ambassade du Cameroun“ was replaced with a billboard that read, Embassy of the Federal Republic of Southern Cameroons.Amazing of all, was how it felt to be in Freedom and watch the oppressor take your place in humiliation.One punch at a time, we make this dream become reality.When in some unknown day and time, we will be able to walk to a place call home, a place call the Southern Cameroons. Free from the heart wrenching insults of La Republique du Cameroun, the discrimination that haunts our lives each dawn and at sun set.A country we will be proud to call our own, free from the fright of the German police and the stress and frustration that characterise our lives, making us live at tip toe stance, keeping us on the run for the rest of our youthful age. That nation will be the Southern Cameroons with a healthy Human rights culture, a democratic tradition, rule of law and where the welfare of our people will be the cornerstone in the formulation of any governmental policy. It is my dream, my wish and my hope.
