A Call to The Belgian Refugee Council
The Southern Cameroons campaign for Social, Economic and Political Sovereignty from the tyrannic grip of La Republique du Cameroun has brought untold suffering to the ordinary masses that have stood up against the regime to defend their legitimate rights to Self-Determination. 
This awareness gave birth to various political formations which sort to address these injustices through contemporary democratic means. The intransigence of the occupation regime to the call for political reforms hardened the positions of some of these political formations which outrightly called for the people of the Southern Cameroons to match the oppressor method-to-method and ideal-to-ideal. This was the basis on which the Southern Cameroons Youth League (SCYL) was founded on May 28, 1995. 

La Republique du Cameroun’s heavy handedness instigated a radical departure from the strategy of deputations and board room meetings by SCYL Activist. The regime reacted with hundreds of arrests, extra-judicial executions and forced thousands of SCYL Activists to seek political refuge abroad including Belgium.

The plight of several Southern Cameroonians seeking political asylum abroad, especially in Belgium, has been hampared by the in-fighting between the various factions within the Southern Cameroons independence struggle.The SCYL strongly believe that in any political struggle, the best way to manage factions is to recognise their existence in the global political campaign for change and develope strategies to harmonise their actions.That is why, the SCYL recognises the effort of each Southern Cameroonian in their campaign for justice in the Southern Cameroons and will support their application for political asylum as they are consistent with the defination of  the Geneva Convention on the status of the refugee.

The SCYL appeals to the Belgian Refugee Council to consider Southern Cameroons seeking politcal asylum as citizens fleeing their home country for fear of persecution because of their political opinion and membership of a various pressure groups in the struggle for self-determination viz – SCYL, SCNC, SCARM, and AMBAZONIA. 

The SCYL promises to cooperate and work together with the Belgian Refugee Council when asked in providing information necessary for the processing of asylum applications of Southern Cameroons Activist on exile.
