A MESSAGE TO ALL SOUTHERN CAMEROONS ACTIVISTS
Fellow comrades,

I write to you people in the month of March, a month that marked a dramatic departure from the explanation of conventional wisdom on how to tackle occupation to its practical application. The Youths of this generation have been brought up as the yielding parties, never having the opportunity to challenge the political status-quo that has existed at their detriment. Eight years ago, the Southern Cameroons Youth League was created amidst the frivolous responds of the occupation regimes Scotch egg policy. The SCYL was created to bridge the gap between the reactionary policies of an increasing adjusting elite and an ever anxious young generation willing to face tyranny.

We were told it will be suicidal to resist on the same spot that our ancestors were battered and crushed. That was the myth being preached by those seeking to adjust to the failing strategy. When pacifism was met by brutality; it lost its effectiveness as a political tool to institute change.

We are now too determined to be frightened because ordinary rules of common sense and prudence require that we be prepared.

Our action thus far is just a microcosm of our overall strategy of resisting La Republique du Cameroun occupation policies. Freedom will not be ushered in by some United Nations decree or foreign force; it will come through our determination and steadfastness. The International Community has much to pre-occupy themselves with: this range from the security and prosperity of their people to the exploitation of our countries through iron fist tyranny. Most of our elites too have least been helpful because most of them have deviated from the original aim of standing against the regime to the unscrupulous pursuit of private advantages.

Yet, we have shown a commitment of unprecedented reach and scope and have learnt the bitter lessons of complete dependence on the miracle men. We have come to understand what it means to wait. Wait sounds with piercing simplicity, but it has always meant more exiles, arrests, torture and death of our generation. We have waited to see the destruction of the marketing Board, the closure of Cameroon bank, the dismantling of the Yoke hydroelectricity power plant. We waited as Biya robbed the 1992 Presidential election victory, we waited for the Southern Cameroons delegations returned from the United Nations, we waited for the Common wealth to act on our behalf, and we are still being told to wait for the International Court of Justice to decide on the justness of our cause.

As you read this message, remember to observe that more than twenty (20) of our comrades are still facing the horror of the regimes prisons, living at tip toe stance never knowing what to expect next. Dozens of others never had the chance. They were all killed because of their fundamental believe of freedom. For us who live, we must continue to struggle for what they died for. 

We must increase our efforts this year to address the remaining obstacles that have kept us abay. In this like, you must acquire your membership cards and pay in your membership dues to enable us address the task ahead of us. We all look forward to that day when the brutal occupation of our land and the persecution f our people shall be assigned to the history books.
