SCYL REACTION TO THE SCNC-NA STATEMENT ON INTERIM GOVERNMENT

The Minnesota Conference was convened against a background of repeated treachery, blackmail, foot dragging and a total loss of focus by the Southern Cameroons National Conference (SCNC), all setbacks acknowledge by the SCNC-NA to the SCYL. It should also be recalled that the Consensus plan proposed by the SCYL to the leadership of SCNC-NA was adopted without amendment, the original proposal which proposed the creation of a Congress of the Willing, the Southern Cameroons Defense force and other institutions to push our struggle to a new level. The SCNC-NA delegated its spokesman and two other low ranking members as representatives to the Conference. The absence of the major delegate was announced on the eve of the Conference with a strong statement promising "to abide by all resolutions taken at the Conference".

 It should also be noted that because of the inability of the SCNC operating within the occupied territory because of the occupying regime and lack of focus of a rapidly changing leadership that has lost substance, the conference will stress, active role of the foreign fronts in defining policies of progress 

Considering the fact that the present leadership of the SCNC-NA was not and has never been in touch with the recent leadership under Chief Ayamba and their repeated frustrations with policies of the Nfor/Mbinglo axis about which they are not informed;

Considering the desire by the SCNC-NA to change tactics, concretize by REAL COMMITMENT;

Considering the SCYL takeover of the SCNC leadership when it was headed by Fossung, thereby declaring the policy of an "umbrella Organization" null and void;

Considering Chief Ayamba’s denial of being the author of the SCNC Statement and declared it"....as forgery which under the Southern Cameroons days will land the author to seven years in jail..."

The SCYL

1 - Calls on the coalition of willing partners to see the State Restoration Council (SRC) as a face process which will take over the legislative business of our people, from Hamlet to Village, City to department in respond to the prescription of the Bamenda proclamation;

2 - Reiterates its rejection of the policy of the "Force of Argument" and considers it a tool of the colonizer regime to keep our people under slavery and occupation and reminds the leadership of SCNC-NA that such posturing can‘t forever fool the people of Southern Cameroons to believe their policy of non self-defense;

3 - Assures the Interim government of its full support and reassures our people that only the commitment, consistency and action of this interim government will prove who is in dedicated;

4 - Calls on the Interim Government to proceed with setting up of Southern Cameroons Missions as already exist in Abuja and Brussels for the Conduct of liberation diplomacy for the liberation of our people and not for the daily sustenance of individuals, groups of individuals or research for individual advancement;

5 - Calls on Southern Cameroonians in North America not to be deceived once more, to reject the policies of the confuse privilege and join forces in resisting the occupying regime

6 - Reminds compatriots in North America that Minessota provided an opportunity, well worked out with these arrogant few but because its outcome demanded total commitment (denying them the ability to dictate policies from their wallets), they chose the path of stagnation: 

- Assures all Southern Cameroonians, that the day is near when they will be free, free from La Republique du Cameroun’s heinous policies of hatred, free from the treachery and betrayal of a privileged few who said nothing when your freedom was aborted, your destiny derailed. The privileged few who all fled without the courage to take a last stand and who today pretend to dictate the pace as they all age out; 

- Reminds our people that since 1995, the architects of such declarations have wallowed in misery, declared themselves dead and got revived only by the determined actions of others; and that such reactionaries who only pride themselves in the determination of fallen and detained compatriots, in sending out releases "supporting, in denouncing" what others did without their collaboration or knowledge can NEVER serve as our spokespersons. That it takes just one determined move in the territory to get these individuals into bunkers, denying they no nothing about the SCNC. For it took your determination in 1997 to make Fossung unheard of for more than two years

- Thank all who answered the call to Minnesota from Friday 26 to Sunday 28 of September 2003, who gave their best, who debated the forward strategy and who saw in it the hope of progress. The SCYL appreciate those who attended even while unwilling, for they demonstrated the true spirit of the "Force of Argument". If the "Force of Argument" can‘t prevail in conferences attended by our people, it can‘t prevail in empty releases delivered by absentees, let alone prevail over an arrogant occupier.
