ARREST; TORTURE; DETENTION AND EXTRA-JUDICIAL EXECUTIONS IN THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS

Concerning the prevailing political instability that has characterise the past decade in the Southern Cameroons and viewing the increasing risk that Southern Cameroonians have faced in challenging the political status-quo of subjugation, persecution, wanton arrest, detention and extra-judicial execution, the Southern Cameroons Youth League (SCYL) publishes this report to explain the gravity of the situation. The political situation has worsened with each passing month as the regime has increased its brutality to frighten and stalled the process of changed. The responsibility of the International community should be to ally with the oppressed and victims of the dictatorship, occupying the Southern Cameroons.

The SCYL presents the following facts about the barbaric nature of the regime aimed at silencing Southern Cameroonians:

Due to torture, Kenebie Chrispus died in the month of August in the Southern Cameroons town of Kumba two years after their released.

Two years later, for taking part in meetings to discuss the situation in the Southern Cameroons, the regime kidnapped hundreds of people, accused them of attacking its institutions and deporting them to Yaoundé and extra-judicially executed others;
