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OPEN LETTER TO DOROTHY LIMUNGA NJEUMA née EFANGE
We, concerned sons and daughters of Fako, filled with disgust and enraged by your recent colours, write to you this day to let you know that you have cut the wrath of the generality of Fako people, you have consequently lost all the respect and they are now fed up with you. This open letter is meant to give you a bitter foretaste of their perception of you in the wake of your new political acrobatics.
WHERE THE SHOE PINCHES

All well-meaning Fako people are upset with you. They still had some modicum of esteem for you even after your failed attempt in July 2002 to oust the democratically-elected mayor of Buea. You invented all kinds of absurd arguments to achieve your political ambush of the victorious major, Mbella Moki Charles. But you failed in disgrace and became an object of ridicule in Fako.
It was a shattering blow to your kind of elitist and arm-chair politics, typical of academics like you who were made politicians by patronage. You could be pitied and pardoned for the excessive pain you took to demonstrate your knack for dictatorship through threats, intimidation and insults. After all, it is known that when powerful people like you lose in a fair game, you resort to arm-twisting tactics to make the impossible, or you cry foul to justify your monstrous failure.
You could also be pardoned and still deserve some respect from the people of Fako. It was the first time you exhibited such instincts, crusading vociferously to reverse the results of a free and fair election. You were not a candidate, councillor, and supervisory authority or CPDM Central Committee Representative. So, where was your locus standi in the election? However, as a warning, your lamentation could be understood when your candidates lost.
But no, those who thought you cried loudest for nothing were mistaken indeed. They did not know your true motives as a schemer and back-stabber. Actually, you were gunning for the post of Prime Minister in replacement of your brother and protector, PM Musonge. Now, that plot too has flopped.
The public now knows that you, of all, were the one fighting to betray the hopes of the people of the South West Province and destroy the confidence they have in their redoubtable PM Musonge. This is absolutely dangerous and treacherous, because you pass for the closest Fako elite, ally and tribes person to the PM. You have a daunting task to clear this image of (enemy-in-the-house( which is your new label. For, how could you now be pardoned after your design to undercut PM Musonge, knowing too well that that post is not reserved for Bakwerians in a multi-ethnic Cameroon.
FAVOURED MAM
Deep in you, you know that you are today called a politician not because you had a hair for it, or showed a commitment to the plight of your people. You are thereby the force of patronage. You have never stood an election. You have never won one. You have no mastery of the grassroots and grassroots do not know you or identify with you. You are just hanging up there, in defiance of the political law of gravity.
As a political (parvenue (, you were raised in the old school of autocracy. You have not now changed into the new dispensation of democracy where the law, freedoms, tolerance, free elections, alternation and numbers are hallmarks. You are not even helped in your lack of this democratic culture by your education in an obscure field like zoology.
INITIATOR OF CRISES FOR GOVERNMENT
You were catapulted to the post of vice minister of national education in ‘1975 until 1985’. During that period, one of your blunders was that you induced government to impose certain compulsory subjects on Anglophone GCE candidates, without proper studies. In reaction to your gaffe, there was a huge uprising by all Anglophone students of the then lone University of Cameroon in Yaounde. The government was forced to turn down your inauspicious innovation. By this, you brought disrepute to the government. As a penalty, you were sacked from your post soon after.
When you became the first vice chancellor of the Anlo-Saxon University of Buea in 1993, you also adopted some unpopular measures that sparked off a spiral of violence students’ riots. You were unable to manage the crisis you created which led to destruction and almost cost the life of the registrar, Prof. Herbert Endeley, your henchman who is today in your bad books. The then Minister of Higher Education, Prof. Peter Agbor Tabi, your one time private secretary, was so thoroughly disappointed with you on the ill-advised measures you took. He disagreed with you openly before the angry students and disgraced you by odering you to call off the measures. He boiled over to the extent that he is reported to have later on recommended your sacking. But your head was only saved by PM Musonge who is known to always protect you.

BOSSING YOUR BOSS AND BONDAGE AT U.B.

 If you were to be elected by the university board as is done in other countries, you could never have been vice chancellor of the Buea University. There are more qualified dons than you. You have only had five years of teaching experience in your entire university teaching career. You were recruited and appointed Associate Professor by decree in 1970 without any proof of teaching and research to show for that grade as university culture demands.
It is known that you credit yourself for being a long-serving and successful vice chancellor in Buea. But you know that it is partly because there are more renowned and experienced professors you boss whose stoic tolerance and ingenious ideas you use for the betterment of the university, while you take the credit. This calls for humility and sobriety rather than the repugnant arrogance and insolence you parade. Furthermore, the University of Buea is not the citadel of free expression by faculty and students as it should be, because you are an enemy of democracy. Most students who succeed to leave Buea University as well as lecturers who find their way out of the university in frustration express relief as people released from intellectual and psychological bondage ( la Njeuma.
HELL OF A TIME AT U.B.

It is also known that the failure rate at Buea University which you preside over is about the highest among the state universities in Cameroon, a situation which penalises UB students unduly. Students are held back even for minor courses. It means they have to pay more money to the university. Lecturers whose student’s scores well are held suspect. The recent past Minister of Higher Education, Dr. Atangana Mebara, had even rebuked you on this high failure rate. As if that is not enough, the admission requirements into your UB are most stringent in Cameroon. But you remember that you did not even have Advanced Levels before entering university unlike all of the students who knock at the doors of UB for admission. If a student finally ends studies at your UB, it takes a hell of a time to be given just an attestation of success, let alone the degree itself. Failures, difficulties, delays, and you call these standards in the so-called (The Place To Be ( (a borrowed appellation which originally refers to Washington D.C.)!
NO BROAD-BASED FURTHER TRAINING POLICY
Having put in almost 10 years as vice chancellor; you failed to evolve a broad-based policy of further training for faculty members who do not have terminal degrees. Such a policy could have enable the university to flourish with several doctors in all departments which today have a paucity of qualified staff like in Law and Mass Communications. Is this not myopia in strategic planning for an aspiring PM like you? 
GLASS HOUSE

It is also your bluff that you are a rigorous manager, transparent and accountable. Why do you have problems with your registrar over contracts which must go but to your relatives? Why has the public developed cold feet in the University of Buea Development Fund which was once chaired by Mr. Peter Mafany Musonge whom you want to unseat? How did you manage the 60 million CFA F contributed by the elite of Fako to support the CPDM towards victory in the last twin elections? This money was entrusted into your care and you single-handedly disbursed it in the most opaque manner as if it was your money. You already imagined yourself Prime Minister so you would have no account to render to those who raised the money! You must account for it.
FRAIL STAMINA

One of the reasons it was thought you jumped to the prospect of replacing your kinsman as PM was because he had a malaise early this year due to his relentless work for the state. What you forget, or so it seems, is that you had collapsed naked in a toilet in Bamenda while you were vice minister. You were unconscious for several hours, and it was your male private secretary who dressed you up before you were rushed to hospital. You were younger then, and your work load was merely that of a vice minister. Now that you are 59, could you withstand the burden of directing a complex government?
NOTHING TO SHOW FOR LONG POLITICAL LIFE 

For 27 years, you have been in public and political life (1975-1985, vice minister: 1987-1988, Technical Adviser; 1988-1993, General Manager; and 1993 to date, vice chancellor:. You have no political achievement to show the South West Province. Granted that in a newspaper interview some time ago you pointed out that it was President Ahmadou Ahidjo who initiated you into politics following your appointment in 1975, by that statement, you admitted that you were a hand–picked politician. However, having been in it for the greater part of your life and of the CPDM, what have you to show as a legacy?
There is not one person you have raised to prominence as other politicians do. You only pushed your two former private secretaries for purely self-seeking motives. You helped secure a scholarship for Prof. Peter Agbor Tabi because you expected him to come back and marry your younger sister, Elsie. You have been projecting Paul Meoto Njie (your would-be Director of Cabinet because he is married to your nice, Eyindo, whom you raised. 
SUBTERFUGE 
During the trouble which you fuelled after the smooth election of the Mayor of Buea, you instead publicly accused Chief Ephraim Inoni, Assistant Secretary General at the Presidency, Mr. Njalla Quan, CDC General Manager, and Mr. Sammy Lifanda, Government Delegate to the Limbe Urban Council of fighting to remove PM Musonge from office. The audacity with which you made such an inflammatory declaration, throwing all caution to the wind, was indicative that you had some vicious intentions or hidden agenda. Such reckless utterance did no good to the PM whom you pretended to be defending. In fact, 
as the truth always prevails, it turned to out that over-zealousness resulted from your vaulting ambition to become PM.
Your immediate intentions were to show the seat power in Etoudi that every one else in Fako is inconsequential. That the Inonis, Njalla Quans, and Lifandas are schemers and trouble makers and you are the astute trouble-shooter. That PM Musonge has lost control of the terrain in his natural constituency of Fako. And that only you have unchallenged control of the terrain. That is why you patronised the trouble and confusion in Buea so to turn around and look like one who is a super broker. Since every one is a bad penny and you have not succeeded in your plan, how are you going to treat with them henceforth?
NO ECONOMIC ENGINEER
Good states craft to day engenders sound economic management. You neither have the training nor the experience in economic engineering as the complexities of today’s national and international financial community demand. With what mastery could you have been discussing with the Word Bank, International Monetary Fund, Donor Agencies, Lending Partners etc?
How could you have been guiding supervising the business of the Ministries of Finance and Budget, and the Economy, Programming, and Regional Development with superficial or hollow knowledge in the economics of development? Against such a background, how you could flirt with the illusion of becoming PM in today’s Cameroon in replacement of a more tried and tested Musonge? 
LACKING IN TREASURED TRAINTS 
A Prime Minister is by nature of his duties, supposed to be level-headed, conciliatory and shrewd. The absence of these traits is a sure recipe for problems and things will not work. Unfortunately, these prized traits are in short supply in you as you have brittle temper, are vindictive and ruthless in speech and in handling crisis situations even those you foment. With such attributes, you would do considerable damage to the government and the party were you to become PM. And come to think of it. Would Cameroon not be in a big mess with a mama like you as PM when you are known to suffer from chronic emotional swings because of a rancorous marriage (a patchwork) with Zacharias? 
PAROCHIALISM 

Your peer posturing in support of your yes-man, Arthur Lysinge, for the post of mayor of Buea only shows that you are not fair-minded in the choice of people for certain positions. It also depicts that if you are in a superior position of authority, those from poor backgrounds would never rise even with proven ability since you have to impose your minions even if they are roguess.
