The Proclamation of the Restoration of Southern Cameroons Sovereignty and Independence from the annexationist government of La Republique du Cameroun by Justice Frederick Alobwede Ebong over radio Buea, Southern Cameroons December 30, 1999.
Southern Cameroons, Southern Cameroonians: I Justice EBONG FREDERICK ALOBWEDE, Chairman of the High Command Council of the Southern Cameroons National Council (SCNC), here come to address you this 30th December 1999 on the Proclamation of the Restoration of the Sovereignty and Independence of the Southern Cameroons, on behalf of Prince ESOKA NDOKI MUKETE, National Chairman of the Southern Cameroons National Council (SCNC), who is unavoidably absent.

The year 2000 is fast approaching. Things are happening and people are coming up with ideas, some of the ideas are quite interesting, some are embarrassing and others loaded with very undesirable consequences. Among some of the bizarre ideas for the magic year, there is the one which shall remain indelible in the minds of the people of the world in general and the Southern Cameroons in particular: That is, the Proclamation of Restoration of the Sovereignty and Independence of the Southern Cameroons. Hence we felt that there will be no other time appropriate to carry out this Proclamation other than the eve of the third millennium, as we are convinced that no well thinking Southern Cameroonian would want to enter the 3rd millennium as a slave in the regime of La Republique du Cameroun.

At the 4th committee of the 13th session of the United Nations General Assembly of February of 1959, talking on the conspiracy for the annexation of the Southern Cameroons, the then Head of State of La Republique du Cameroun, President AHMADOU AHIDJO said, «We do not wish to bring the weight of our population on the Anglophones. We are not annexationists, in other words, if our brothers of the British zone wish to unite with an independent Cameroon, we are ready to discuss the matter with them, but we will discuss on a footing of equality".

Today, they have turned round and brought the weight of their population on us, and they have proven, beyond reasonable doubt, that they are annexationists. That is why we of the Southern Cameroons think the Restoration of the Sovereignty and Independence of the Southern Cameroons is IMPERATIVE and NON-NEGOTIABLE.

1. Considering that the words of the Head of the State of La Republique du Cameroun, AHMADOU AHIDJO, in the 4th Committee of the 13th session of the U.N. in February 1959 were firmly based on the provision of the Enfant Relief Act, 1874, which states that " contracts between minors and adults are absolutely void upon attaining maturity, and that minors are not allowed by law to ratify that which was absolutely void AB INITIO.

2. Considering that the Foumban Conference was between Sovereign competent La Republique du Cameroun and minor incompetent Southern Cameroons, discussions there were not held on a footing of equality, and their result known as Cameroon reunification was null and void AB INITIO.

3. Considering that by 1954, the Southern Cameroons had established an autonomous Parliamentary System of Government.

4. Considering that by a memorandum (T/1393 of 27th June 1958), the United Kingdom - the administering authority, informed the United Nations that the territory was ripe for independence and that since it was being administered as part of Nigeria, arrangements should be made to terminate the trusteeship on or about the same time as the independence of Nigeria on 1st October 1960.

5. Considering that pending the termination of the trusteeship agreement, the Southern Cameroons under United Kingdom administration became De Facto Independent, having inaugurated its own constitution, "the Southern Cameroons constitution order-in-council" with effect from that same October 1st 1960.

6. Considering that even if the people had voted to have a political link with La Republique du Cameroon, if the Southern Cameroons leaders had decided not to implement the plebiscite as was canvassed by the Honourable P.M. KALE, the United Nations would have no authority to force the Southern Cameroons into any association with La Republique du Cameroun, since such a link was an invention which went contrary to article 76. B of the U.N. Charter as it applied to a De Facto Independent State.

7. Considering that in 1984, without consultation, let alone the consent of the people of the Southern Cameroons, AHMADOU AHIDJO's hand-picked successor, Mr. PAUL BIYA, used his rubber-stamp parliament to restore the name and style by which French Cameroun gained independence on January 1st 1960, that is to say, La Republique du Cameroun, with its internationally recognised boundaries as of that date.

8. Considering that La Republique du Cameroun's occupation of the Southern Cameroons amounts to territorial expansion and colonialism.

9. And considering that the proclamation formalizing the status of the Southern Cameroons within the international community is imperative:-

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PROCLAMATION HEREBY
1. Formalising the Restoration of the Sovereignty and Independence of what used to be the Southern Cameroons under United Kingdom administration henceforth shall be known and called the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS.

2. That the illegal association called Cameroon People's Democratic Movement (C.P.D.M.), or any other political association deriving legitimacy from the YAOUNDE GOVERNMENT is proscribed in the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS.

3.Finally, be it known, that all acts, (administrative, legislative, or other wise) and all taxes, levies or licenses deriving authority from the Government of la Republique du Cameroun are formally declared invalid and unexigible. Pending re-establishment of the institutions of THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS, the Chairman, and the Executive Council of the S.C.N.C., shall co-ordinate the day-to-day internal administration of THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS.

All persons of LA REPUBLIQUE DU CAMEROUN origin living and working in the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS ARE CALLED UPON TO REMAIN CALM WHERE-EVER THEY ARE. The forces of occupation are called upon to lay down their arms.

When the Southern Cameroons was forced into this unholy union with la Republique du Cameroun, there was no bloodshed. Today, we have decided to restore our Sovereignty and Independence. There should be no bloodshed. Any one who should attempt any force shall meet with greater force.

All sons and daughters of the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMERRONS in the military, the Gendarmerie, Police, Prisons and Customs Departments in the service of LA REPUBLIQUE DU CAMEROUN are hereby called upon to return and make themselves available to the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS to defend the country's Sovereignty

All the Borders, Air, Sea and Land of the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS are hereby closed with immediate effect. All sons and daughters of the FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF THE SOUTHERN CAMEROONS in the Army and Gendarmerie are requested to fall in at the Army Barracks Buea under the command of General ANAGHO. The police and the warders at ENAP under the command of Rt. SSP. KUMFA and TITANG.

Further Proclamation shall be made from time to time until this Restoration Proclamation is made fully effective.
